A motion was made by Lori Pagliaro, seconded by Kristen Jaconette to accept the February 7, 2012 Minutes of Meeting as amended.  Motion passed unanimously.

Committee Chair Report:

Treasurer's Report: Lori Pagliaro reported the current balance to date in the checking account is $2,395.47.  There is a outstanding check for our Charter Membership.  Lori Pagliaro will confirm with Steve Sullivan.  Receipts were received tonight from Michael Barbour for the Winter Camp Out Event.  

The 2011 Blue and Gold Banquet expenses were $1,400.  Lori Pagliaro recommended the Association Budget $2,100 for this years Blue and Gold Banquet.  The cost per person is $10 for Adults and $6 for siblings.  Scouts and Den Chiefs are free.  The Blue and Gold Banquet will be held on Sunday,       April 22, 2012, at 4:00 pm at St. Mary's School Gym.

Fundraising Committee Report: Bill Fryer absent.  The popcorn fundraiser is completed for this year.  Sandy Fillion reported each Den will be making a Basket to raffle off at this year's Blue and Gold Banquet.

Advancement Chairman Report:  Lori Pagliaro emailed Steve Sullivan a spreadsheet containing a list of all Pack 428 scouts, the information is in the Council System, rank, awards and belt loops.  There are 44 scouts in our Pack, 41 scouts documented with council and 43 scouts in the online database.  There are three scouts, Jake Oslin, Michael Criscuolo and Ryan Gold missing information on the Council Database.

After, Steve Sullivan's review, this information will be distributed to all Den Leaders to confirm each scout's awards to date, what awards are needed for the next Pack Meeting and what awards needed to be updated with Council.

Webelos I: Kristen Jaconette and Michael Barbour reported scouts in their Den have achieved 11 activity badges.  They are working at a excellent pace and are working on outdoor badges.  Scouts attending the Winter Campout Event achieved their outdoor activity badges (Fire Starting, Backpacking, Hiking, Leave no trace and Flag Ceremony).

Webelos II Sandy Fillion reported the scouts are completing their achievements for advancement.  The Blue and Gold Banquet will be held on Sunday, April 22, 2012 at 2:00 pm at St. Mary's School Gym.  The Blue and Gold Banquet Committee would like to decorate and setup at 12:00 noon.  Emails will be sent to Den Leaders asking for assistance with setup. 

The theme for the event is Diversity.  The scouts will make their own placements with their heritage.  We will ask each Den to create their own prize basket to raffle off at the Blue and Gold Banquet.  The cost of the basket shall be $30.

New Business:
